All supervising adults must read the following information for the 
safety and well being of the children. 

• Only children aged 8 years and under are allowed to play on the bus  
• No smoking, eating or drinking is allowed in the play area.  
• Shoes must be removed and placed in the pockets provided. 
• Socks/tights must be worn at all times in the play areas of the bus.  
• All open wounds must be covered before entering the play areas. 
• Balls must not be thrown or removed from the downstairs play area. 
• Injured or unwell children will not be able to play.  
• For the protection of children only party parent/guardian are allowed 

on the bus.  
• Children/Adults must remove all shoes/Trainers etc on entry to the 

bus.  
• Only children are allowed into the play areas, adults/parents supervise 

from the Parent Areas.  
• Eye glasses must be removed.  
• Alcohol is not allowed on the bus.  
• No Belts or Buckles allowed.  
• All shape objects must be removed before entering the KPB. (Hair 

grips & slides combs, jewellery including ear rings etc). 
• There must be at least 2 adult supervision present on the bus at all 

times. 
• The adult supervisors are responsible for the supervision, safety and 

well being of the children whilst on the bus. Additional supervision 
must be provided outside the bus. 

• No glitter, confetti, party poppers etc allowed on the bus. 
• No chewing gum allowed on the bus  
• Only the birthday child may enter the driver’s cab to have his/her 

photograph taken at the beginning/middle/end of the party.  
• The driver has the authority to end the party if he/she feels the safety 

of the children is at risk. 
• Due to safety reasons KPB will remain stationary for the duration of 

the party.  

Please note for safety reasons the children will not normally be allowed off 
the bus whilst the party is in progress, unless it is into the care of the person 
who booked the party or someone who has been made known to our staff.
